A Little Variation of '7-Up!'





Note to teacher: This activity does not come with instructions for the students. But you can print pictures of seven different rowers; you'll only need one copy of each. Once you have them printed off you can introduce them to the students. If you want to give them a little back ground on the rower to refresh their memory there are short biographies in the activity called "Interviewing a Rower".





Once you introduce the rowers you must choose seven students to begin the game. The seven students stand at the front of the room and each holds the head of a different rower. The rest of the class must lay their heads down on their desk and cover their eyes. They also must stick their arm out with their fingers clenched in a fist and their thumb in the air. The seven students (who are now rowers) walk quietly around the classroom touching one person's thumb each. Once they finish they return to the front of the classroom. Then the class is told to open their eyes. The people whose thumbs were touched are told to stand up. Then the teacher chooses one student who is standing up to guess which rower touched their thumb. It is important that the student recognizes the rower and not his/her fellow student. If the student who guesses chooses the correct rower he/she switches places with the rower who touched his/her thumb, that student is now the rower. After all of the people who are standing up have guessed the rowers who were not replaced reveal whose thumb they touched. Then the class shuts their eyes and holds out their fist again. Then the new (the seven rowers will not all be new every time most likely) rowers begin the process all over again. 





If you wish to do so you can print more than one copy of the rowers and have the class color them and use them as masks for another project.
